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Parlez-vous Français?
Terena Bell does speak French and her love of that language combined with HER entrepreneurial spirit led her to open In Every Language two years ago. The company translates 60 different languages including Spanish, Chinese, Russian, Swedish, Arabic and German.


Terena maintains a network of 700 translators.  Most of her business is done for corporations that have business in foreign countries. Her firm translates documents such as manufacturing and other documentation either into English or from one foreign language to a second language for companies with business between countries. As you can imagine, a full day of translation drains most linguist, she says. “Imagine thinking back and forth in two different languages. It takes everything you have”
In order to survive the mental challenges, Terena turns to a “non-academically taxing” activity. She takes a nice break Monday through Friday at exactly 3 p.m. and watches her favorite soap opera – The Guiding Light, a show she has watched since age of 7. “Watching a soap sounds silly, but it’s really nice to check my brain at the door,” she says. “I don’t have to think at all.”
A self-professed overachiever, Terena who sometimes forgets to eat because she is so busy, scheduled the break to force her to stop for an hour. “I have to make myself punch out at some point,” she says.
As a fiction writer in her spare time, Terena notices what’s working and not working in the drama. “But if you asked me,” she says, “I could not have told you what I watched for the last hour.”
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
